Jazz VVoca

Born in Hong Kong and raised in Australia, Grace Chung has been
performing for more than 15 years. As a child, Grace held great
admiration for vocalists like Sarah Vaughan, Carmen McRae, Shirley
Horn, Sheila Jordan, and Betty Carter. While her singing career

began in Sydney, Grace has led her own quartets, performed with

big bands and worked in avant garde and classical projects

throughout the US and Asia. In Hong Kong 1997, she was featured
vocalist at the Swing Jazz Club and at the Conrad Hilton Hotel. In

1998, Grace founded an all-female jazz combo, WhoSheBe. They
were invited to perform on New England's premiere jazz radio show,
"Eric In the Evening." This led to WhoSheBe's debut full-length live CD
recording. Through the years, WhoSheBe was received with
accolades throughout New England and New York. Highlights

included a featured showcase at the Metronome, New York City and

a two year residency at the Elephant Walk, in Cambridge,
Massachusetts. They regularly appeared at top Boston jazz venues

like Bob the Chef's and Les Zygomates. Their second CD, the highly
praised Bygones, released in 2001, shows off haunting renditions of
"Softly as in the Morning Sunrise" and the Charles Mingus classic,
"Weird Nightmare."

In 2002, Grace made her debut in the Baltimore/Washington D.C.
area with the Lewine-Kamman Xtet at Mr. Henry's, the venue where
Roberta Flack once launched her career. This blossomed into a long
standing collaboration with Washington's most talented jazz guitarist
and composer, John Kamman. Grace and Armand Ntep, a rising jazz
star from Camaroon, were lead vocalists in John Kamman's Evolution
series, a ground breaking contemporary piece melding jazz, African
and classical influences. John and Grace's work culminated in the
release of Liking You Liking Me , an album that features Grace's
intimate vocals on eclectic jazz/pop tunes with a variety of
instrumentation, ranging from spacious and cosy voice-guitar duos to
the rich textured sounds of a combo with double bass, percussion,
cello and tuba. Grace has been praised for her ability to improvise
and evoke emotion within a broad and refreshing repertoire of songs
by Blossom Dearie, Tom Waits, Burt Bacharach, Cole Porter, Charles
Mingus, Jacques Brel and many others.

After many years, Grace has returned to Sydney Australia where she
is now based and is accepting bookings.
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
